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_# PURPOSE

Complete Streets policies ensure that the entire
ROW is routinely planned, designed,
constructed, operated and maintained to
provide safe access for all users.

These policies express a commitment by a
municipality and its transportation agency to
orient away from building primarily for cars.



VISION

Vision of the community {conveyed by a local champion)
that captures the desire for streets that accommodate
all users and can spark action.

An adopted policy, or set of policies, that captures the vision
and provides the foundation for the community to change the
way sirests are designed and built.

PROCESS

A plan to modlify existing processes
fo ensure that complete strests are

incorporated into the planning, design
and construction stages of streets.

RESULTS

Delivery of complete
streets and policies
fo ensure ongoing
maintenance and
evaluation of strest
performance as
compared to
previous
condition.
