Please talk to your children
about these safety tips. Following these tips will help your children get to and from school without any
problems.
Walk together
‘Young children should always walk with an adult. Walking with an adult is a great exercise and a nice
'way to spend time together.
If your child walks alone remember these tips:
+ Walk with a friend when possible. Pick a safe route with a parent and follow it. Do not take

shortcuts. Don't push, shove, or chase each other. Tell a teacher or parent if something happens.
« Never take a ride with a stranger or talk to them on your way to school.

Look for traffic
Watch out for cars and trucks at every driveway and intersection on your walk to school. Look for
drivers in parked cars that may be getting ready to move.

Be seen

Remember that drivers may not be able to see you very well. Always wear bright colored clothes and
if it is dark or hard to see, carry a flashlight or wear reflective gear.
